The Five Declarations: Music, Religion, and the Future

     Welcome to the Dark Ages….
    Welcome to a world where we are continually at war, where we continually fight each other over what we believe God is, or Heaven is, or Hell is – even though we can’t prove a single point except to say that we have “faith”.  
   Faith is an individual thing, and it’s valuable for buoying us up under trying circumstances. But there is no sense in fighting someone over what one merely has faith in, is there? We are put here on Earth to figure out our purpose, to cooperate in order to make our lives, and the well-being of the planet, a success. Destroying each other over what we cannot see or hear makes absolutely no sense.    Look at the headlines. Tour any large city. Then tell me that we have found the Truth, the Solution, the Way to Save the World. It’s obvious that we are no more civilized now than we were when knights were whacking each other with swords or when people were burned alive for not sharing a common belief. Life was barbaric then, and Life is barbaric now. We don’t cooperate with each other. We compete against each other. We still live by the Law of the Jungle, even in the 21st Century. 
   As I said, Welcome to the Dark Ages. There may have been an artistic Renaissance in Europe, but it was pretty much confined to the Arts. As for day-to-day living, we have not experienced any Renaissance. We still don’t know what we are living for, so we fight for everything we can get. We’re still in the Dark, and we’ve been so for Ages…..
   In order for us to start a true Renaissance, we have to admit that we are still at Square One. But if we cooperate, we may be able to finally leave the Dark Ages behind….
   First, we don’t need books, or charts, or maps, or a glossary of terms. We need to state the obvious, and then we can go from there.

   Our religions tell us to Love one another. I agree with that. Love is what makes us feel good; Love is what can heal us; Love is what can resolve arguments; Love is what can prevent Wars. But what is Love?
   Love is an energy, a force, a power. It’s something we can make, something we can generate. And the more of it we create, the better. 
   Hate is also an energy, a force, a power. It’s also something we can make, something we can generate. But we need to avoid making this stuff. Hate energy is dangerous…..but more on that later.
   Energy is indestructible, according to our science books. If you want to destroy Hate energy, you can’t. But you can morph it, recharge it so that it’s positive, so that it becomes a Love energy. If we could change all Hate energy into Love energy, our problems would all be solved. 
   If we could define God in a logical way, how would we do it? We could say that God is the Supreme Vortex of Love energy. Since there is negative energy as well, we must also say that there is a Supreme Vortex of Hate energy. Whatever our definition is, we know which side we want to be on.
   There’s positive energy, there’s negative energy. We want to create as much Love as possible, because we are really touching what God is all about. Repeating words or phrases means nothing if that positive energy is not there. You can talk to the God force, but if you want to make a connection, you have to be a part of this force….you have to generate positive energy.
   Music is also an energy, and music can likewise be made a positive or a negative energy. How do you feel when you listen to music that you love? You probably feel joy, happiness. That feeling of joy you are creating is an energy that can heal you. It’s a Love energy. It’s exactly what we need to make more of, right?
The First Declaration: Music Is a Religion

If you think that listening to Hate music can lead to Devil worship, think again…..because listening to Hate music IS Devil worship. 
The Fifth Declaration: Music Is The World’s Salvation

   Imagine if we all made music, listened to music, and shared this love of music with one another. We would all be cooperating in the same project: to advance ourselves, our spiritual beings, our souls, through acts of Love. It is this Love force, this positive energy, that is the aim of all faiths and creeds, so we wouldn’t have to compete against each other; we wouldn’t have to fight each other. We can all touch the Divine Force, this force to which we have given many names in many different languages, through the Universal love-energy-generating activity involving Music. We can all thereby enrich ourselves and our spiritual beings with this energy; we can all heal ourselves with this energy. We can re-charge the energy of Hate into the energy of Love through Music.
